On yearly basis Circles of all categories

have registered growth rate in their subscriber base.
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III. Wireless subscriber

e Total wireless subscribers decreased
from 1,183.11 million at the end of April-
21 to 1,176.84 million at the end of
May-21, thereby registering a monthly
decline rate of  0.53%. Wireless
subscription in urban areas decreased
from 645.62 million at the end of April-21
to 641.12 million at the end of May-21 and
wireless subscription in rural areas also
decreased from 537.49 million to 535.72
million during the same period. Monthly

decline rates of urban and rural wireless
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e The Wireless Tele-density in India
decreased from 86.78% at the end of
April-21 to 86.25% at the end of May-21.
The Urban Wireless Tele-density

decreased from 136.96% at the end of

April-21 to 135.79% at the end of May-21

and Rural Tele-density also decreased

from 60.26% to 60.04% during the same

period. The share of urban and rural
wireless subscribers in total number of
wireless subscribers was 54.48% and
45.52% respectively at the end of May-21.
